Minutes

The meeting was opened by the Chair at 7:00 pm. Board members present were Tiffany L. Glidden, Elwood Ellis, Neil Farrington, and Irene L. Belanger. Others present were Peter Foote, Jeff McClellan, George Studley, Paul MacDonald, Tim Theriault, and the Town Manager. Those present were led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag by Elwood Ellis.
On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to accept Warrant #18 for $3,234.86 Warrant #19 for $17,657.58 and Warrant #20 for $549,471.52 as presented.

On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Tiffany L. Glidden, the Board voted 4-0 to accept the minutes of the 10/13/2008 meeting as presented. 

Manager’s Report:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Freedom Of Access Law and Public Officials Training: Officials were reminded to return their respective signed certificates affirming that they have read and are therefore familiar with FOAA materials or attended a seminar on FOAA legislation.
· Maine Forest Service – Sue Myers and WUI, Wildland and Urban Interface – 
November 10, 2008 at 6:30 p.m.: It was noted that Sue Myers and the District Forest Ranger will make a presentation to the Select Board and China residents prior to the November 10, 2008 Select Board meeting.  
· Household Hazardous Waste Collection Day – Participation and Associated Results 
for China: The Town Manager noted that the participation level was approximately the same as last year. There were 31 units processed by China residents. Each unit is equivalent to 5gallons and costs approximately $27.00 per unit. There will be “start up” costs billed to municipalities. 15 residents participated and two drums of used oil were collected.










· Registrar Hours, Town Clerk Hours, Polling Hours and Location of Election: It was noted that the polls will be open from 7:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. at the China Middle School multi-purpose room. Registrar and Town Clerk hours will be held the preceding week during the regular town office hours. The town office will be closed on Election Day. It was noted that a registered voter can vote an “absentee” ballot the day before the election in China. 
· Docks at the Head of the Lake – Removal Time: The Town Manager indicated that the docks will probably be taken out of China Lake in at the end of this month. 
· One Ton Truck Trade-In: On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to authorize the Town Manager to proceed with the negotiation and purchase of new plow truck and associated plowing equipment. The town has he option to sell the current “one-ton” truck outright or to trade it in at the time of purchase of the new truck.  
· China Dine-ah One Year Anniversary: The Board asked he Town Manager to send of a congratulations to the owner of the China Dine-ah on the 1st anniversary.

Unfinished Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· School Reorganization: The Board affirmed their strong support for the proposed reorganization initiative and November Ballot item associated with the initiative. 
· Recycling Coordinator: Selectperson Neil Farrington gave a progress report on the recycling initiatives, noting the use of wooden nickels to promote recycling, the declining rates for product, and the possible need to purchase a granulator or baler to enhance operation efficiencies. 


New Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· China Village Volunteer Fire Department – Chief George Studley – Perspectives: CVVFD Fire Chief George Studley provided the Board with an update on the progress of a building addition at the CVVFD site. He also wanted to obtain some feedback from the Select Board on what they think about a preliminary proposal o build a new fire station in China Village. George noted that Carl Farris might donate the land upon which to build a new station. Chairperson Elwood Ellis noted the prohibitive engineering costs hat would accrue in order to permit building on the Lakeview Lumber site. There was additional discussion on the costs associated with a new building, the long term perspective of needs of the CVVFD in recruitment of new personnel, and the new standards in the emergency services area.   









· Certificates of Abatements: On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Tiffany L. Glidden, the Board voted 4-0 to process and sign tax abatements as presented. The abatements are on file in the town office.
· Municipal Valuation Report: On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger, the Board voted 4-0 to approve and sign the Municipal Valuation Report as presented. 
On a motion by Selectperson Tiffany L. Glidden and a second by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger, the Board voted 4-0 to adjourn at 8:05 pm.
