Minutes

The meeting was opened by the Chair at 7:00 pm. Board members present were Paul MacDonald, Peter Foote, Joann C. Austin, Neil Farrington, and Irene L. Belanger. Others present were Scott Rollins, Gabrielle Isenbrand, Mary Grow, and the Town Manager. Those present were led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag by Scott Rollins.
On a motion by Selectperson Paul MacDonald and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 5-0 to accept Warrant #43 for $395.69, Warrant #44 for $16,045.78 and Warrant #45 for $224,142.94 as presented.

On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 5-0 to accept the minutes of the 03/02/2009 meeting as presented. 

Manager’s Report:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Town Business Meeting Dates, Saturday, March 28, 2009 (“Snow Date” – Saturday, 
April 4, 2009, 9:00 AM, Refreshments at 8:30AM): This information was noted for public informational purposes.
· Municipal Bids for the 2009-2010 Fiscal Year: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 5-0 to accept the low bid of Marriners’ Inc. for paving during the 2009-2010 season and to further direct the Town Manager to negotiate a lower price if possible and based on the market price of liquid asphalt. The Town Manager noted that other bids for equipment and materials and sanding and plowing will be sent out in early April. There may be some discussion with the current plowing and sanding contractors about an extension to their contract if conditions favored it.
· Public Hearing on the RSU #18 Budget – Wednesday, April 29, 2009 at 6:00 p.m., at 
the CMS ( Other scheduled meetings - RSU Timeline for the Budget Vote): This information was noted for public informational purposes. Selectperson Neil Farrington said he would like to have information provided that informs people of the cost per pupil in the K-8 and 9-12 grades. 



· General Assistance Ordinance Appendixes B Adoption at the Next Meeting – Public 
Hearing: It was noted that the Select Board will be holding a public hearing on the proposed amendment to Appendixes B of the town’s General Assistance Ordinance before the regular meeting on March 16, 2009.
· Maine Power Reliability Program Communication, March 5, 2009: The Town Manager noted that the communications from CMP on the Power Reliability initiative are on file at the town office. This information relates to reports about the economic impacts and benefits of the MPRP. The report was done by Dr. Charles Colgan of the University of Southern Maine. 
Unfinished Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Recycling Coordinator – Recycling Initiatives, Etc.: Selectperson Neil Farrington noted that the town has applied for a recycling grant to advertise and therefore promote recycling in China. This is a matching grant application.  
· Implementation Committee (Comprehensive Plan) Discussion – Scott Rollins and 
Gabrielle Isenbrand: There was extensive discussion about the formation of an Implementation Committee relating to the recently adopted China Comprehensive Plan. Scott Rollins and Gabrielle Isenbrand tentatively agreed to serve on the Implementation Committee and provided the Board with ideas on how to proceed with the various initiatives identified in the China Comprehensive Plan. Select Board members Peter Foote and Irene L. Belanger volunteered to represent the Select Board as members of the Implementation Committee.
New Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Quit Claim Deed(s:) On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 5-0 to approve and sign 8 Quit-Claim Deeds. Copies of the Quit-Claim Deeds are on file in the town office.
· Uncollectable Taxes – Write-off: On a motion by Selectperson Nail Farrington and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 5-0 to approve and sign documents which “write-off”, for auditing purposes, amounts deemed uncollectable in the amount of $33.67 for P. C. Junkyard and in the amount of $15.03 for Mission Home Loans.
· Red Light Applications: The applications will be submitted at a later meeting.
In other business, on a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 5-0 to direct the Town Manager to request from Metcalf & Eddy, an engineering firm in Boston, that they release to the Town of China all documents they may have produced while contracting services to the KWD relating to the China Lake Outlet Stream Dam. It was noted that permission may be needed from the KWD to release the respective documents and that there might be costs associated with producing the copies. 

On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 5-0 to adjourn at 8:50 p.m.
