 Football update:
Shane Roberts gave the committee an update on how football was going.  About 90 children are involved in the first year of football.  The major team has played 2 games and the minor team has played one.  The field goal posts are not ready yet.  The holes are capped for now.  Next home game will be September 28th.  Currently Dirigo Football is spending $90 each time the field is lined.  Shane wanted the committee to see how much it costs for some aspects of the program.  They are also looking at putting fertilizer on the fields.  The committee would like to have signs posted when they do fertilize the field.

Concession stand update:
Pete Foote stated the concession stand policy had been rewritten.  Sally Riordan gave an overview of how the building was constructed.  In June of 2000, China Youth League parents began to talk about building a concessions stand.  In June of 2001, the Maine Army National Guard began construction.  China Youth League received over $1500 in donations towards the building.  In June of 2002, CYL spent $2900 for electricity for the building.  (Less a $112.07 refund from CMP in 2003.) 

Much discussion followed.  Judy Hotham brought up the idea of combining forces to create a China Athletic Association to support all organizations.

 The committee talked of looking into the possibility of participating in the drilling of a well to be used for the concession stand and irrigation of the fields.

 Everyone had differing opinions on how the concession stand should be dealt with.  The committee did decide to take over the electricity payments by a 4-0 vote.  The committee decided to meet again in two weeks to further discuss the concession stand and to come up with a plan for usage.

 The committee decided to postpone all other agenda items until the next meeting to be held on October 1st at 6:30 p.m. in the Town Office Meeting Room.
