Minutes

The meeting was opened by the Chair at 7:00 pm. Board members present were Paul MacDonald, Peter Foote, Joann C. Austin, Neil Farrington, and Irene L. Belanger. Others present were Jason Goggin, Jeff Goggin, Charles Plumer, Mary Grow, and the Town Manager. Those present were led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag by Jason Goggin.
On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Peter Foote, the Board voted 5-0 to accept Warrant #36 for $18,492.27 and Warrant #37 for $293,477.85 as presented.

On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 5-0 to accept the minutes of the 01/05/2009 meeting as presented.

On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 3-0-2(Foote/Austin) to accept the minutes of the 01/20/2009 meeting as presented. 

Manager’s Report:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Town Business Meeting Dates, Saturday, March 28, 2009 (“Snow Date” – Saturday, April 4, 2009): It was noted that the meeting will take place at the CMS multi-purpose room and start at 9:00 a.m.

Unfinished Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Recycling Coordinator: Selectperson Neil Farrington yielded his time so that the Board could deliberate on the 2009-2010 municipal budget.
· 2009-2010 Municipal Budget Final Review and Warrant Approval: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 5-0 to accept the Warrant for the Annual Town Business Meeting as amended. A copy will be on file at the town office. There were discussions about particular proposed Warrant Articles. Recreation Committee Chairperson Jeff Goggin talked extensively 









about recreation programs and proposed requests for special appropriations. In addition to the regular Recreation budget, Jeff asked the Select Board another $4,000.00 to build an addition on the storage building at the ball fields. He noted the addition would serve as a changing room for the high school aged league whose players use the China fields.

Jeff noted that the existing storage building is doubling as a football locker room with female field hockey and coaches needing to move equipment in and out of the building. After the discussion, the Board postponed taking action until more information is provided and until they have representatives of the football program come to a regular meeting to discuss their needs. The Select Board said that there might be a possibility to put a question on the June ballot if needed. 
 


Also before approving the final Town Business Meeting Warrant, and at the Town 
Manager's request, they deleted the article relating to an appropriation for a digital 
message board sign for the town office. 
 


And finally, there was limited discussion about the article relating to contracting for 
removal of sand and gravel from a five acre section of Thurston Park. 
 
· Implementation Committee (Comprehensive Plan) Discussion: The Board will review the proposed development of committees with respective responsibilities at the next regularly scheduled meeting. 

New Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Abatement: On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 5-0 to approve of and sign an abatement. A copy of abatement is on file at the town office.

In other business, it was noted that professor  from Unity College would be making a presentation on the wetlands around China Lake beginning at 6:30 p.m. on Monday, February 16, 2009 in the town office meeting room.

The next meeting will be held on February 16, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. in the town office meeting room. Prior to the meeting there will be a presentation by Dr Kevin Spigel, Unity College Professor. Dr. Spigel will give a presentation regarding a recent China Lake wetland study. The study involved the collection of water and soil samples. This wetlands project was completed last summer by his current class at Unity College.
