On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 3-0 to accept Warrant #32 for $$1,340.36, Warrant #33 for $1,635.04, Warrant #34 for $1,782.02 and Warrant #35 for $$619,635.86 as presented.

On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 3-0 to accept the minutes of the 12/22/2008 meeting as presented.

· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Recycling Coordinator: Recycling Coordinator Neil Farrington announced the results of the recycling competition between area elementary schools initiated several weeks ago. He noted that the Palermo Consolidated Elementary School recycled the most. He hoped that the recycling effort would become a long term initiative that the habits created would transfer into family homes.  








New Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Abatement: On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 3-0 to accept and sign an abatement as presented. A copy of the abatement papers will be on file at the town office.  

In other business the Board discussed issues from the acceptance of debit cards at the town office counter and absentee voting to plowing bids and waste oil furnaces. On a motion by Selectperson Paul MacDonald and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 3-0 to purchase, with monies from the China Contingency Funds, and have installed at Waterville Communications Center a new Motorola CM200 VHF Radio with a base interface module and antenna and other associated equipment to enable the Waterville Communications Center to communicate with China over the new China repeater.  On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 3-0 to purchase with monies from the China Contingency Fund, a Honda portable generator for use by the town in emergencies. 

On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 3-0 to adjourn at 10:07 a.m.
