The possible restoration, depending on the assessment recommendations, allowing more water to flow between the two, now separated, wetlands.
Why? The possibility of having a secondary high water outflow from china during high water flood conditions.  

Wetland next to the town transfer station.

The possible contamination issues with the knowledge of a previous open sand/salt pile and previous open dumping area. 

Why? Town owned property and easier, if needed, to get DEP clean-up funds

Wetland land behind China primary school.

A good example of a man-made wetland.

Why? Use the assessment as an education tool not only for our committee but for the K-8 students. Town owned property.

Wetland in Thurston Park.

A good example of a virgin wetland.

Why? For a comparison of our wetlands on undisturbed wetlands in our town. Town owed property.
