The meeting was opened by the Chair at 7:06 pm. Board members present were Paul MacDonald, Peter Foote, Joann C. Austin, Neil Farrington, and Irene L. Belanger. Others present were Fredrick Hayden, Mary Grow and the Town Manager. Those present were led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag by Paul MacDonald.

On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 5-0 to accept Warrant #46 for $16,339.90 and Warrant #47 for $423,618.48 as presented.

Manager’s Report:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Town Business Meeting – Summary Notes: It was noted that the summary minutes of the Town Business Meeting are on file at the town office for public review. 
· Municipal Bids for the 2009-2010 Fiscal Year: It was noted that the paving bids have been awarded and that the other bids for sand, materials, and equipment will be advertised and going out in the mail within the next two weeks. 
· Public Hearing on the RSU #18 Budget – Wednesday, April 29, 2009 at 6:00 p.m., at 	the CMS ( Other scheduled meetings - RSU Timeline for the Budget Vote): The schedule for all the meetings is on-line and can be obtained at the SAD#47 office in Oakland and at the China Town Office. 
· Open Transfer Station – Saturday June 13, 2009: The Board accepted the recommendation to hold the “open” day on Saturday, June 13, 2009. There was some discussion about the approximate $12,000.00 cost to taxpayers to hold a fee free day.












Unfinished Business: 
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Recycling Coordinator – Recycling Initiatives, Etc.: Recycling Coordinator Neil Farrington noted that a $500.00 matching grant application has been sent in to the State Planning Office to obtain advertising materials for recycling initiatives. There was discussion about the annual recycling and solid waste convention which will be attended by Selectperson Neil Farrington and Selectperson Irene Belanger on May 4 and May 5, 2009.  
· Implementation Committee – Solicitations for Volunteers and Results: Select Board Chairperson Irene Belanger noted the results of the solicitation at the Town Business Meeting of volunteers to serve on the various China Comprehensive Plan and Implementation Committee sub-groups. The town will further advertise in the Town Line for the remaining spots to fill the sub-groups.

· Dog Warrant: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 5-0 to accept and sign the Dog Warrant as presented and to further direct the town administration to administer the Warrant. 

In other business, the Board discussed items from the proposed extension on the garage near the ball fields to the naming of the “Snack Shack” in honor of the late Sally Riordan.
