Minutes

The meeting was opened by the Chair at 7:00 pm. Board members present were Tiffany L. Glidden, Elwood Ellis, Joann C. Austin, and Irene L. Belanger. Others present were as listed on the attached attendance sheet. Those present were led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag by Paul MacDonald.

On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Elwood Ellis, the Board voted 4-0 to accept Warrant #36 for $14,791.03 and Warrant #37 for $290,984.13 as presented.

The Board decided to take up the minutes of the past Select Board meetings at the next regularly scheduled meeting.
Manager’s Report:

· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· 2005 Maine Residents Property Tax and Rent Refund Program – File by May 31, 2006: It was noted that there is still time to file by the deadline.
· Compost Bin and Kitchen Pail Offering – March 20, 2006 Deadline: It was noted that over 20 additional compost bins have been pre-sold.
· Shoreland Septic System Compliance Program - Resident Communication: There have been approximately 500 letters sent out to shorefront landowners asking for information relating to septic systems on the respective properties. A total of 203 responses were received by March 6, 2006. The deadline for responses was set at March 31, 2006. A summary of the findings was handed out to the Select Board. 
Unfinished Business:

· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.







· 2006-2007 School Budget Time Line and Deliberations Capital Improvement Advisory Committee – Solicitation of Volunteers: It was agreed that the Select Board and Budget Committee would attempt to meet at a common time in the town office for a presentation of the school budget to be given by the School Committee. The Town Manager would coordinate that date. It was also agreed that the town would solicit volunteers to serve on a Capital Improvement Advisory Committee. This Committee would assist in developing the Major Capital Improvement Application to be submitted to the State of Maine for renovation of the China Middle School.  
· 2006 Town Business Meeting – March 25, 2006 – Warrant Signing: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger, the Board voted 4-0 to accept the final Warrant as presented for the Town Business Meeting. The Board signed the Warrant. 

New Business:

· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.

· Quit Claim Deeds: On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Elwood Ellis, the Board voted 4-0 to process eight quit claim deeds and they will be dept on file at the town office.
