







Select Board Meeting
Monday – 09/14/2009 – Town Office Meeting Room
7:00 PM

Minutes

The meeting was opened by the Chair at 7:00 pm. Board members present were Paul MacDonald, Peter Foote, Joann C. Austin, Neil Farrington, and Irene L. Belanger. Others present were Pauline and Clayton York, Stephen Turlo, Scott A. Pierz, Robert Batteese, John Turner, Mary Grow and the Town Manager. Those present were led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag by Robert Batteese.

On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted to accept Warrant #12 for $327.80, Warrant #13 for $17,616.87 and Warrant #14 for $357,211.17 as presented.

On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Peter Foote, the Board voted 5-0 to accept the minutes of the 08/31/2009 meeting as amended, the amendment striking out a reference to credit cards. 

Manager’s Report:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Household Hazardous Waste Collection Day – Date, Time, Place: The Town Manager noted that there will be an HHW Collection Day held on Saturday, October 17, 2009 from 9:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon time at the Airport Road in Waterville near the bus terminal. He went on to note that participants need to pre-register to participate. An insert in the Town Line newspaper will advertise the offering. More information can be obtained by calling the town office or transfer station. Last year China expended only $1,097. of the $1,800. budgeted.  
· Implementation Committee/Other Committees Meetings – China Comprehensive Plan – 	Target Date, Monday,  September 21, 2009: It was noted that the Implementation Committee will meet on Monday evening. It is expected that the other committees will meet subsequently at agreed upon times. 
· Time-Warner Notices – Programming Items: The Town Manager noted that Time Warner continues to provide the town office with notices of programming changes in the area. Residents are encouraged to call the town office if they have any questions regarding the proposed changes.










Unfinished Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Recycling Coordinator: Selectperson Neil Farrington note that the town will soon be receiving the first of two balers purchased. There was discussion about what commodities would be baled and how the town would properly identify what products are acceptable. Neil said that the baling of product would be a substantial offset to the cost to transport and process waste at the PERC facility in Orrington. Neil went on to comment on the financial benefits of the different classifications of plastic and marketing viability of each product.   
· Nomination Papers Available: It was noted that nomination papers should be returned to the town office by Saturday, September 19, 2009 at 11:00 a.m.  
· November Ballot Items – Vote on the Following - Forward to the November Ballot:
	Ordinance Prohibiting Obscenity – Consideration: On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Peter Foote, the Board voted 5-0 to forward the question as presented to the November Ballot with a recommendation of “yes”.
	Shoreland Zoning Ordinance – Consideration ( Land Use District Map 		Revisions): On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Peter Foote, the Board voted 5-0 to forward the question as presented to the November Ballot with a recommendation of “yes”.
	Floodplain Management Ordinance – Consideration: On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Peter Foote, the Board voted 4-0-1(Austin) to forward the question as presented to the November Ballot with a recommendation of “yes”.
· Water Street/Ryan’s Lane Bridge: The Select Board directed the Town Manager to continue planning on the replacement of the pedestrian bridge in Branch Mills. The town Manager noted that he, CEO Scott Pierz, and Selectperson Paul MacDonald inspected the bridge with Amy Lemlin, representative of the Maine Department of Environmental Protection. Amy said the bridge could be replaced after State approval through the process known as Permit by Rule. The permit cost is $65.00 the Town Manager said the bridge cannot be any larger than the present one which is eight feet wide by forty feet long, which includes provisions for railings with appropriate reinforcement. The travel way should be about four feet wide. Selectpersons Foote and MacDonald said they would like the bridge removed immediately.      















New Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Liquor License Renewal – China Dine-ah: On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Peter Foote, the Board voted 5-0 to approve of a liquor license renewal for the China Dine-ah. 
· Abatements: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Peter Foote, the Board voted 5-0 to approve of the abatements as presented. Copies are on file at the town office.

In other business, the Board discussed acceptance of credit cards, speed bumps at the gravel road entrance to the ball fields, the financial audit, and the projected date of delivery of the Rescue truck. 

On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 5-0 to adjourn at8:45 pm.
