Minutes

The meeting was opened by the Chair at 7:00 pm. Board members present were, Elwood Ellis, Joann C. Austin, Neil Farrington, and Irene L. Belanger. Others present were Paul MacDonald, Mary Grow and the Town Manager. Those present were led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag by Neil Farrington.
On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 3-0 to accept Warrant #16 for $16,541.71 and Warrant #17 for $520,651.99 as presented with the stipulation that the school payables are to be held until a signed payables document is provided by the Superintendent’s Office.

On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger, the Board voted 3-0 to accept the minutes of the 09/29/2008 Public Hearing and Select Board meeting as presented. 

Manager’s Report:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Freedom Of Access Law and Public Officials Training: Officials were reminded to return their respective signed certificates affirming that they have read and are therefore familiar with FOAA materials or attended a seminar on FOAA legislation.
· Maine Forest Service – Sue Myers and WUI, Wildlife and Urban Interface – November 
10, 2008 at 6:30 p.m.: Sue Myers of the Maine Forest Service will make a presentation to China residents on wildlife and urban interface issues in the town office meeting room on November 10, 2008.
· Household Hazardous Waste Collection Day – Date, Time, Location and 
Requirements: It was noted that the HHW drop-off day will be held on Saturday, October 18, 2008 from 9:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. The drop-off location will be on the Airport Road in Waterville near the bus terminal. Pre-registration is required to participate. China residents may call the town office or Transfer Station if they have further questions. There are brochures available at the town office and Transfer Station describing items to bring and items not to bring.
· Registrar Hours, Town Clerk Hours, Polling Hours and Location of Election: It was noted that the polls will be open from 7:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. at the China Middle School multi-purpose room. Registrar and Town Clerk hours will be held the preceding week during the regular town office hours. The town office will be closed on Election Day.
· Docks at the Head of the Lake – Removal Time: The Town Manager indicated that the docks will probably be taken out of China Lake in late October or early November. 
· One Ton Truck Trade-In: The Town Manager indicated that the cost of the replacement truck with the associated plowing equipment will be approximately $99,000.00. Final figures will be presented to the Board on or before the next Select Board meeting. The Select Board will consider whether or not to trade-in the town owned one-ton. It might be more profitable to the town to sell it on the open market compared to trading it in to a dealer. It was also noted that, unless a trade-in is undertaken, the voters need to approve of the sale of any town asset.
· P.E.R.C. Tipping Fees – 4th Quarter: The Town Manager compared the 3rd quarter and 4th quarter tipping fees charged at P.E.R.C. He noted a slight drop in the fee from the 3rd quarter.











Unfinished Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· School Reorganization: It was noted that the School Committee and the Select Board have unanimously endorsed the proposed reorganization of the China School System with MSAD #47. The Board discussed the benefits of joining together with MSAD #47.
New Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· General Assistance Appendices – Amendments: On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 4-0 to accept and sign the proposed changes to appendices A-C of the General Assistance Ordinance. Copies of the changes are on file at the town office. 
· Abatements and Supplemental Tax Assessment Warrant: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger, the Board voted 4-0 to process and sign tax abatements and supplemental tax warrant as presented. The abatements and supplemental tax warrant are on file in the town office.
· Pole Location Permit – CMP and FairPoint New England Telephone Company: On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin the Board voted 4-0 to approve of a pole location permit for CMP and FairPoint New England Telephone Company. The pole location site is on the Deer Hill Road and the application is on file at the town office. 
· Executive Session – Personnel: On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington the Board voted 4-0 to enter into Executive Session at 7:43 p.m. citing 1 MRSA Chapter 13, Section 405 and noting the precise nature of the session to be Personnel. On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin the Board voted 4-0 to come out of Executive Session at 8:00 p.m. and resume the regular meeting. On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin the Board voted 4-0 to adopt the proposed changes to the Town of China Personnel Policy as presented. A copy of the adopted changes will be recorded and held in the town office Personnel Policy binder.      
· Animal Control Appointment: On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 4-0 to appoint Julie Finley as Animal Control Officer in the Town of China. Julie is the town’s second Animal Control Officer; Jim Lane continues to hold the title.
In other business the Board discussed recycling issues relating to plastic granulators as presented by Selectperson Neil Farrington, wind turbines, and administrative services for emergency services departments. The Town Manager noted that China Village Volunteer Fire Department Chief George Studley would like to speak to the Board at the next meeting on the future of housing fire departments in China. 

On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 4-0 to adjourn at 8:01 pm.
