The Board also asked Scott to research property deeds for a description of a right-of-way on Crommett Road. The decision on the license application was postponed to the February 7, 2005 Select Board meeting.

· Town Business Meeting – March 30, 2005 – CMS – 7:00 PM: The date, time, and place of the Town Business Meeting were noted.

· Penobscot Energy Recovery Company: The Town Manager noted that the tipping fee for the first quarter of 2005 would be $61.04 per ton, up $1.39 over the fourth quarter of 2004.

· Recycling - Back Yard Composting Bins, “The Earth machine”: The Town Manager noted that China has made arrangements to sell composting bins to residents for $36.50. Orders would be coordinated through the town office before May 7, 2005. A sample bin will be available soon.
