Minutes

On a motion by Selectperson Joann Austin and a second by Selectperson Tiffany Glidden, the Board voted 4-0-1(Chair) to open the meeting at 7:00 pm. Board members present were Irene L. Belanger, Betsy Fitzgerald, Joann Austin, Tiffany Glidden, and Leslie French. Others present were Mary Grow, Charles H. Plumer, Scott Pierz, and the Town Manager.

On a motion by Selectperson Betsy Fitzgerald and a second by Selectperson Tiffany Glidden, the Board voted 4-0-1(Chair) to accept Warrant #27 for $568,201.14 as presented. 

On a motion by Selectperson Betsy Fitzgerald and a second by Selectperson Tiffany Glidden, the Board voted 4-0-1(Chair) to accept the minutes of the 05/23/03 and 06/02/03 Select Board meetings.

Manager’s Report:

· June 10, 2003 Referendum Election Results: It was noted that all questions on the ballot passed and that the results of the vote are available at the town office. In the near future the town will pursue a road easement with Kevin Ballard associated with land on the Back Deer Hill Road and the sale of the fire truck donated to the town by the China Village Fire Association, Inc. 

· Fee Free Open Transfer Station Day – Preliminary Results: On the fee free day, the town accepted 96 propane tanks of various sizes, 56 freon units, 10-15 loads of demolition and debris, 1 ½ loads of metal, three tons of brush, 133 televisions and computer monitors, 34 fluorescent light bulbs, 17 tons of household trash, 544 tires, and 100 gallons of waste oil. 

· Concrete Pad and Wall in Demo & Debris Area at the Transfer Station: The Town Manager passed out a rough drawing, done by Dennis Harding, of the proposed project to install a concrete pad and wall at the Transfer Station. The town received a grant award in the amount of $7,500.00 to offset the cost of the pad and wall. 

· Formal Recognition of Michelle MacFarland – Girl Scout Gold Award: On a motion by Selectperson Joann Austin and a second by Selectperson Betsy 








Fitzgerald, the Board voted 4-0-1(Chair) to acknowledge/affirm a letter, sent by the Town Manager on behalf of the town to Michelle, congratulating her on receiving the Girl Scout Gold Award. 

Public Comment (On Agenda Items): There was a comment about contracted speeding patrols.

Old Business:

· Ad Hoc Building Committee Progress Report: It was noted that the Town Manager and the C.E.O. met with Troy Prescott. Troy set benchmark elevation points for the proposed new equipment and storage building. There was discussion about offsetting the building costs by having the town do the site work. 

· China Lake Water Level Informational Hearing Update – Joann Austin: Selectperson Joann Austin summarized the process that will lead up to the B.E.P. hearing on August 21, 2003. She also gave a review of a special meeting the Select Board had in the town office earlier in the day with Harold L. “Bud” Brown, a lake specialist, at which Mr. Brown made a proposal to represent the town in some capacity at the B.E.P. hearing. During the meeting, Mr. Brown addressed lake issues and answered questions from the Board and the audience. There was extensive discussion about how the Board would become informed on the technical issues affecting China Lake. Selectperson Joann Austin proposed working with Mr. Brown on water level related issues. It was noted that Mr. Brown has said that the work he would do to prepare for a presentation to the B.E.P. on August 21, 2003 would cost up to $10,000.00. There was discussion about how to fund the proposal. References were made to a past vote by citizens rejecting an appropriation for a lake study. Some on the Board felt they needed additional background information on Mr. Brown before making any commitment of funds. On a motion by Selectperson Joann Austin and a second by Selectperson Leslie French, the Board voted 2-0-3(Fitzgerald, Glidden, Chair) to allocate $3,000.00 from the legal budget to fund Mr. Brown’s services through a lake informational hearing the Board scheduled for July 9, 2003 at the China Middle School. Selectperson Joann Austin said the Board has a responsibility to take a position on the lake level arrangement and needs to become technically informed on relevant issues. 

· Action on Coston Property on the Dirigo Road: C.E.O. Scott Pierz said that Russell Coston has filed a junkyard application and paid the obligatory $50.00 fee. The filing of the application would necessitate a public hearing. Mr. Coston would have to repay the town for costs incurred to advertise for the hearing. The 









Board discussed the outstanding debt Mr. Coston owes the town, what would need to be cleaned up before obtaining a junkyard permit, and the restrictions and responsibilities associated with the permit. On a motion by Selectperson Joann Austin and a second by Selectperson Betsy Fitzgerald, the Board voted 4-0-1(Chair) to set a public hearing on June 30, 2003 at 7:00 pm in the town office meeting room. 


New Business:

· Waste Management Disposal Services of Maine, Inc. – Solid Waste Disposal Agreement 2003-2004: It was noted that a contractual renewal agreement needs to be signed soon. It currently costs China $64.51 per ton for tipping fees at the Waste Management facility in Norridgewock. Transportation costs are an additional charge. Waste Management is proposing a $67.56 per ton fee for the upcoming year. The Board did not sign the contract and authorized the Town Manager to negotiate with Waste Management and other potential entities that deal with demolition and debris disposal.      

· Albert Church Brown Memorial Library – Fund Raising Request: On a motion by Selectperson Betsy Fitzgerald and a second by Selectperson Joann Austin, the Board voted 4-0-1(Chair) to close off a portion of Main Street in China Village on August 23, 2003 for a block party sponsored by the Albert Church Brown Memorial Library. The appropriate emergency services organizations will be contacted. 

The Board adjourned at 8:55 pm.
