The meeting was opened by the Chair at 8:25 a.m. Board members present were Paul MacDonald, Joann C. Austin, and Irene L. Belanger. Others present were the Town Manager. Those present were led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag by Paul MacDonald.
On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 3-0 to accept the minutes of the 02/01/2010 Select Board meeting as presented

On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 3-0 to accept Warrant #29 (35) for $17,159.14 and Warrant #30 (36) for $360,702.67 as presented.

Manager’s Report:

· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Implementation Committee/Library Services/Thurston Park/Open Space/Other Committees Meetings: It was noted that the following committees will meet  at respective dates, times and places: Implementation Committee on Wednesday, February 17, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. in the town office meeting room; Library Services Committee on Thursday, February 23, 2010 at 2:00 p.m. in the town office meeting room, Thurston Park Committee on Wednesday, February 24, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. in the town office meeting room, Open Space Committee on Wednesday, March 3, 2010 at 6:00 p.m. in the town office meeting room, and the Facilities and Capital Investment Planning Committee on Friday, February 19, 2010 at 11:30 a.m. in the town office meeting rom. 
· One Room School House Update – Phase II Bid Acceptance/Award: On a motion by Selectperson Paul MacDonald and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 3-0 to accept the low bid of Bangor Abatement in the amount of $47,700.00. 
· Grant Award/Acceptance: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 3-0 to accept the EECBG award of $60,300. (State of Maine Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant) and to further authorize the Town manager to proceed with the building of an addition to the Recycling Building to accommodate the equipment and to process recycling materials.









· Sidewalks – South China Village Area: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 3-0 to authorize the Town Manager to proceed with the project and coordinate with the MDOT.  
· Weeks Mills Road Reconstruction: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 3-0 to endorse the project and authorize he Town Manager to proceed with the reconstruction plan in coordination with the MDOT.  
· Recycling Bins/Recycling Containers (Cans): On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Paul Macdonald, the Board voted 3-0 to authorize the Town Manager to purchase recycling bins, which will be sold to residents with the purpose of the promotion of recycling. 
· Oversight Committee: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Paul Macdonald, the Board voted 3-0 to affirm the prior unanimous consensus suspension of the use of town fields and facilities by the then current football and cheering organization. 
· Assessment Appeals Case: The Town Manager noted that Assessing Agent Gary Robbins has received a written abatement request by Attorney Matt Evans on behalf of Glen and Celeste Healey.  
Unfinished Business:

· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· 2010-2011 Municipal Budget  – Town Meeting Warrant Articles – Acceptance: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 3-0 to accept and sign the Town Business Meeting Warrant, the meeting to be held on Saturday, March 20, 2010. 
New Business:

· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Red Light Applications: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 3-0 to approve of red light applications for Joseph Mason, Martin Britten, and Peter Rocque of the South China Volunteer Fire Department. 
· Quit Claim Deeds: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 3-0 to approve and sign Quit Claim Deeds for Shane and Michelle Roberts and Tina LaBelle.










 
· Appointments: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Paul Macdonald, the Board voted 3-0 to process and sign a Certificate of Appointment for Lucas Adams, appointing him to the Implementation Committee.  
· Supplemental Tax Assessment: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 3-0 to approve of and sign a Supplemental Tax Certificate and Warrant for Martin Leasing in the amount of $261.05.
In other business the Board, on a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, voted 3-0 to participate in the Pilot Transfer Station Program sponsored by the MRRA. On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 3-0 to proceed with the building of a 30’X40’ addition to the Recycling Building with provisions for a loading area and possible “free for the taking” area and to accommodate the new balers and pellet furnace, said addition to be built by town personnel.
