The China Dine-ah  -  Liquor License Application – Permitting Necessary to Obtain Licensure from the Bureau of Liquor Enforcement:

Minutes

The meeting was opened by the Chair at 7:05 pm. Board members present were Tiffany L. Glidden, Elwood Ellis, Joann C. Austin, Neil Farrington, and Irene L. Belanger. Others present were Paul MacDonald, Sherri Glidden, Norman Elvin, Barry W. Thomas, Dennis Herrick, Rosalie Batteese, Bob Batteese, H. David Cotta, Mary Grow, and the Town Manager. Those present were led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag by Paul MacDonald.


The Board observed a moment of silence in respect for a long time China resident Nellie Brown who recently passed away.












On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger, the Board voted 5-0 to accept Warrant #12 for $16,929.53 and Warrant #13 for $158,513.20 as presented.

On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 5-0 to accept the minutes of the 08/22/2007 meeting as presented. 

Manager’s Report:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Comprehensive Town Revaluation – Informational Update: It was noted that the revaluation process is on schedule and that notices to residents are sent out prior to visits by the revaluation contractor. The focus is on visiting areas around China Lake and Three Mile Pond.
· MDOT Agreement – Muldoon Stream Culvert Replacement – Heavy Truck 
Traffic – Status of Culvert Replacement: The Town Manager noted that the town has “posted” the Causeway Road to heavy truck traffic as a proactive measure to prevent heavy truck traffic from traveling over the Causeway Road and through Main Street in China Village. Some heavy truck traffic was seen traveling on Main Street. Route #202 & 9 is scheduled to be closed from September 5, 2007 through September 12, 2007. There have been many signs placed by the Maine Department of Transportation notifying the motoring public of the planned replacement of the culvert. 
· Nomination Papers for the November Referendum Election: Nomination papers are to be returned to the town office by Saturday, September 22, 2007 at 11:00am. The election is taking place at the town office on November 6, 2007. For the Select Board there are two positions open, for the Planning Board there are three positions open, for the School Committee there are two positions open, and for the Budget Committee there are three positions open. There is an opening on the Board of Appeals.  
· Household Hazardous Waste Collection Day – Saturday, October 20, 2007 – 
Details of the Event: It is scheduled for Saturday, October 20, 2007 and more details with be forthcoming in the near future.
· Land Adjacent to the Town Office: The town is waiting to see if the formerly noted interested party is going to enter into any agreement with the land owners. 




· Property Tax Relief – property Tax and Rent Refund Program (a/k/a Circuit 
Breaker Program): The Town Manager noted the various tax relief options to taxpayers and pointed out that the Maine Residents Property Tax and Rent Refund or Circuit Breaker Program applications are available in the town office or that residents can file “on line” at the Maine Revenue Services Web site. 

Unfinished Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· School Consolidation Items – Regional Planning Committee Representation: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Tiffany L. Glidden, the Board voted 5-0 to appoint Elwood Ellis to the Regional Planning Committee and to appoint Irene L. Belanger as his alternate. There was a good deal of discussion time devoted to school reorganization. The Select Board members expressed their professional opinion regarding which configuration would be best for China.   

· Update on Wetlands by Wetlands Committee Chair Neil Farrington – Study 
Information and Associated Proposal: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 5-0 to appropriate $5,000.00, using approximately $2,600 in the Non-Point Source Mitigation Reserve Fund and taking the remainder from the Contingency Fund, for a wetlands assessment study. Selectperson Neil Farrington, chair of the Wetlands Study Committee, asked on behalf of a majority of the Committee for the funding for a study of the wetlands that influence China Lake. Bates College Professor Curtis Bohlen advised the Committee to choose four or five small sites for him to study to provide information for further work. 

New Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· The China Dine-ah  -  Liquor License Application – Permitting Necessary to 
Obtain Licensure from the Bureau of Liquor Enforcement: On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger, the Board voted 5-0 to approve the application for a liquor license by Norman Elvin and The China Dine-ah.
