Minutes

On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to open the meeting at 7:00 pm. Board members present were Irene L. Belanger, Joann C. Austin, Neil Farrington, and Tiffany L. Glidden. Others present were Mary Grow, Paul MacDonald, Jaron Boivin, Caroline Marlett, Abbie Dodge, Judd Thompson, Sarah Lizzotte, Sue Charles, Jennifer Berube, Leo Berube, Duy Lyford, Melissa St. Amand, Natalie Childs, Jess Selmer, William Bickford, Shawn Norton, and the Town Manager. 
Those present at the meeting were led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag by Sheldon Goodine.

On a motion by Selectperson Tiffany L. Glidden and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 4-0 to accept Warrant #15 for $22,123.84 as presented. On a motion by Selectperson Tiffany L. Glidden and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 4-0 to accept Warrant #16 for$278,786.72 as presented. There was discussion with Mr. William Bickford and School Committee members Joyce Goodine and Sue Charles about processing of school payroll and payables. Mr. Bickford commented that he would like to have the school payables processed every two weeks and wanted assurances from the Select Board that the school payables would be processed every two weeks. The Select Board expressed the necessity to have appropriate signatures on the payroll and payables warrant before processing at a Select Board meeting. The Town Manager will attempt to produce some policy wording to accommodate warrant processing. 
On a motion by Selectperson Tiffany L. Glidden and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to accept the minutes of the 09/13/04 Select Board meeting and the 10/04/04 Public Hearing and Select Board meeting.
Public Comment/Participation (On Agenda Items Only): There was not any public participation at this time.
New Business:

· Kennebec Water District Proposal before the State of Maine Inland Fisheries and Wildlife to Ban Motor Vehicles on China Lake – Question and Answer Session with Jeffrey LaCasse, General Manager and Jon Van Bourg, Director of Water Quality, Representing KWD: Jeffrey LaCasse, Jon Van Bourg, and Jefferson Longfellow, all representing the Kennebec Water District attend the meeting. Mr. LaCasse told the Board that KWD would like the State to ban trucks and autos from ice on China Lake. He said that banning on-road vehicles would help preserve the lake’s water quality. The ban would not apply to snowmobiles and all-terrain vehicles. It is necessary to ask the Department of Inland Fisheries and Wildlife to approve of a rule change. State law allows such bans on lakes that serve as public water supplies. Mr. LaCasse said that one concern is that a vehicle going through the ice might release gasoline, oil, and other contaminants. Since the 2001 terrorist attacks in New York, KWD is more sensitive to the potential dangers of deliberate contamination of a water supply. There were questions asked about emergency vehicles and or planes and helicopters entering on the lake. The response was that they would not be included in the rule change. It was noted that Inland Fisheries and Wildlife must hold a public hearing followed by a public comment period before approving the rule change. Mr. LaCasse said that he plans on holding a public hearing in China and or Vassalboro this fall. 
Manager’s Communications:

· November 2, 2004 Referendum Election: It was noted that absentee ballots have been and are currently available, that the Polls will be open from 7:00 am to 8:00 pm at the China Middle School, and that residents can register to vote at the town office. The town office will be closed on election day so that the town office staff can work at the election. 
· Kennebec County Jail Inmate Work Program –Selectperson  Neil Farrington: The work done by the inmates at the head of China Lake was recognized. Selectperson Neil Farrington has organized work details three times in China saving taxpayer dollars.
· Road Work Update: It was noted that except for the Plummer Road all planned new paving and overlaying of roads has been done. CMP pole easements are being processed so that work can be completed on the Plummer Road. It is anticipated that the Plummer Road will have a base coat of pavement applied this season. Calcium chloride will be applied if pavement is not applied.










· Town office Addition Update: It was noted that work will continue after roofing shingles arrive at the site. It should take approximately three weeks o complete the addition. 
· Household Hazardous Waste Collection Day – October 30, 2004: It was noted that the HHW collection will be in Waterville on the Airport Road and by appointment only. Several China residents have already called to make appointments.
· Penobscott Energy Recovery Company – Tipping Fees for the Fourth Quarter: It was noted that the fourth quarter tipping fees will be $59.65 per ton, down $.51 from the third quarter fee of $60.16 per ton.
Unfinished Business:

· Palesky Initiative – Handout: The Town Manager gave the Select Board an informational packed picked up at the most recent MMA convention. The packet contained Tax Cap information from various municipalities and from the School Union #52 office. 

New Business:
· Abatements and Supplemental Assessments: The Board signed the abatements and supplemental assessments as presented.
