Minutes

The meeting was opened by the Chair at 7:00 pm. Board members present were Paul
MacDonald, Peter Foote, Neil Farrington, and Irene L. Belanger. Others present were Tom
Richards, Fred Curtis, Mickey Wing, Mary Grow, and the Town Manager. Those present were
led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag by Neil Farrington.

On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald,
the Board voted 4-0 to accept the minutes of the 07/06/2011 Select Board meeting as presented.

On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington,
the Board voted 4-0 to accept Payroll Warrant #4 for $23,949.42, Payroll Warrant #5 for
$3,993.40, and Payables Warrant #6 for $160,598.88 as presented.

Unfinished Business:

¢ Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.

e Recycling Coordinator:
Recycling Report - Neil Farrington: At this time, the Select Board engaged in dialogue
with the haulers of municipal solid waste. On a motion by Selectperson Neil
Farrington and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 3-
1(Belanger) to amend/adopt the respective transfer station rate structure as
follows: Residential MSW rates to revert back to .01 cents per pound effective
immediately, with .03 cents per pound credit for recyclables; said Residential
MSW rate to increase to .02 cents per pound effective January 1, 2012, credit for
recyclables to remain at .03 cents per pound; the motion being contingent upon
proof of the source of residential MSW to receive the respective residential rate
and recycling credits.

Commercial Solid Waste rates to remain as established in March 2011 and
effective July 1, 2011 at .04 cents per pound.

Transfer Station Ordinance Review — SB Will Review In The Coming Weeks: The
Board was provided with a copy of the current Solid Waste Flow Control Ordinance for
their review over the next few weeks. They will review with the intent to propose needed
changes to the Ordinance; the last revisions to the Ordinance were made in 1993,
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e Teen Center — Elizabeth Preston: Ms. Preston will be attending the next meeting to discuss the
Teen Center in more detail.

New Business:

e Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.

e Abatements and Supplemental Tax Certificate and Warrant: On a motion by Selectperson
Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to
accept and sign the Abatements and Supplemental Certificate and Warrant as presented,
copies of the respective forms are on file at the town office.

e  Quit-Claim Deed Execution: On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second
by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger, the Board voted 4-0 to accept and sign the Quit-Claim
Deeds as presented. Copies of the respective forms are on file at the town office.

e Municipal Appointments: On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by
Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to accept and sign the respective
recommended appointments as presented. Copies of the respective forms are on file at the
town office.

e COLA — Selectperson Neil Farrington, Update on Conference: Selectperson Neil Farrington
summarized the main points of the conference as he saw them. He particularly noted the Sense of
Place hand-out supplied at the Conference and said he would provide a copy to the Board for
review.

times, dates, and places were announced for public information.

¢ Transfer Station Survey — Reminder: The Town Manager reminded everyone that the Transfer
Station Survey deadline is August 18, 2011 and urged the Board and general public to fill out a
survey. The Survey will serve to provide town officials with input into how to more economically
handle trash and recycling materials.

¢ Time-Warner Cable Contract — Will Need to Negotiate Soon: The Time-Warner contract with
the Town of China will expire in 2014. This information was provided so that the Board would
have time to think of what factors might be important in the negotiation of a new contract. A
committee might need to be formed.
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In other business the Board authorized the Town Manager to sign the renewal contract with the Kennebec
Valley Humane Society, heard a summary of the most recent Preliminary State Valuation numbers for
property in China, and was informed that the “Welcome to China Sign” has been refurbished.

On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board
voted 5-0 to adjourn at 10:11 p.m.
