CHINA PLANNING BOARD
MEETING of OCTOBER 11, 2011

Approved Meeting Minutes

Planning Board Members Present:  Chairman Ronald Breton, Milton Dudley and Kyle Pierce

Others Present:  Code Enforcement Officer Scott Pierz, Planning Board Secretary Martha Wentworth, Paul McDonald, Engineer Boyd Snowden, Town Manager Dan L’Heureux, Danny Ouellette, Kevin Gower, Peter Foote and Edwood Ellis.

New Business:
The meeting was opened by Chairman Breton at 7:03 P.M. and he immediately moved to appoint Planning Board Member Pierce to voting capacity.

Chairman Breton moved to review a request for an extension of the term of the Conditional Use Permit for Kevin Gower and Danny Ouellette dba GO-TUBING.

· Mr. Gower shared that he has begun working on the planned building expansion.
· Mr. Ouellette is working with the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP).
· Mr. Gower is working with the State of Maine for the approval of the proposed chair lift.
· CEO Pierz provided information that the original permit was issued on October 12, 2010.
· CEO Pierz confirmed that the Planning Board you may only have one extension of the original permit.

On a motion by Planning Board Member Dudley and a second by Planning Board Member Pierce, a motion was passed to grant a twelve (12) month extension to the original permit.  Without further discussion, motion passed 3-0. 

Chairman Breton continued the meeting to the preliminary discussion with RSU #18 and the Town of China concerning the construction of an emergency access road from Lakeview Drive to the China Primary School.

· Mr. Snowden provided an aerial view of the project.
· Mr. L’Hereux explained that the proposed road would start in the parking lot of China Middle School and run parallel with the soccer field and connect back to the China Primary School parking lot.
· Mr. Snowden confirmed the roadway would be gated.
· Mr. Snowden shared the road will be twenty (20) feet wide and seven hundred fifty (750) feet long with gravel vegetated shoulders.
· Chairman Breton asked Mr. Snowden if the town will need an easement from RSU #18 and Mr. Snowden confirmed, yes.
· Mr. Snowden explained the project is being funded by a loan from the Department of Education to RSU #18.
· Mr. Snowden advised that since there is no DEP permitting required the project will only have to meet the town phosphorus control requirements.
· Mr. Snowden will present the conditional use criteria at the November 1, 2011 meeting.

Old Business:
Planning Board Member Dudley made motion to accept the draft of the home occupation document as presented and to forward to the Select Board for review.  Planning Board Member Pierce seconded the motion and without further discussion, the motion passed 3-0.

Communications:
· CEO Pierz advised that he left voice mail for Greg Goulette at Hanover Computer in regards to the recent computer problems.  The CEO emphasized the need for a quick response.
· The Implementation Committee is meeting on October 12, 2011 at 6:30 P.M.  The Committee will be reviewing the comments received from Committee member Ginger Davis.
· The November 20, 2011 ballot has Chapter 11 Definitions to meet for the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) requirements.
· Planning Board Member Wilkens and Planning Board Member Pierce have returned their nomination papers.  Mr. Soares has not returned his papers so the alternate at large seat is vacant on the ballot.
· CEO Pierz shared that as of January 1, 2013 any contractor involved in earth moving activities in a shore land district must be certified by the State of Maine.  The Town of China is sponsoring a training class on October 27, 2011 from 8:00 A.M. to 4:30 P.M. for a fee of fifty-five dollars ($55).

Chairman Breton asked if there was any additional business and with no further discussion Planning Board Member Dudley made motion to close the meeting scheduling the next meeting for November 1, 2011.  Planning Board Member Pierce seconded the motion and the motion passed 3-0.
